
SHERIFF'S HOMICIDE DETECTIVES ARE CONTINUING THEIR INVESTIGATION 

INTO THE CIRCUMSTANCES SURROUNDING THE SHOOTING DEATH OF A MAN 

THAT OCCURRED AT THE 2500 BLOCK OF MILLBRAE AVENUE, DUARTE, ON 

FEBRUARY 9, 2009, AT APPROXIMATELY 6:40 PM.

DETECTIVES HAVE LEARNED THAT 18-YEAR-OLD VICTIM AND HIS 17-YEAR-OLD 

COMPANION WERE WALKING ON THE SIDEWALK WHEN A DARK COLORED 

VEHICLE PULLED UP NEXT TO THEM.  THREE SUSPECTS WERE IN THE VEHICLE, 

THE REAR PASSENGER SUSPECT BEGAN SHOOTING AT THE VICTIMS.  THE 

18-YEAR-OLD VICTIM WAS STRUCK ONCE IN THE UPPER BODY.  THE SUSPECTS 

IMMEDIATELY SPED AWAY.

THE 18-YEAR-OLD VICTIM WAS PRONOUNCED DEAD AT THE SCENE.  THE 

17-YEAR-OLD COMPANION WAS NOT INJURED.

THE SUSPECTS ARE DESCRIBED AS MALE BLACK ADULTS. 

 THE SUSPECT VEHICLE IS A DARK COLORED DODGE MAGNUM.  

DETECTIVES ARE INVESTIGATING THE SHOOTING AS GANG RELATED.
